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Research Note on India’s Democratic Consolidation and
Political Party System Change

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This research note is written in an attempt to overcome the relative lack of
research interest in India among the Korean political scientists. This preliminary
note deals with two key issues of comparative politics bearing on India - successful
democratic consolidation and radical change in political party systems. In particular,
it provides a critical review of Weiner’s argument that federalism and social
segmentation have contributed to democratic stability amid India’s unfavorable



socioeconomic conditions as well as on Chhibber and Kollman’s hypothesis that
extensive decentralization is primarily accountable for the dramatic increase in the
effective number of political parties at the national level in India since the early
1990s.
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
